K.K. Barnes Competition
Rules And Regulations - Oral Competition

Eligibility
1. Participation in the Oral portion of the K.K. Barnes Student Paper Competition shall be by invitation only.

2. Invitations will be extended to the author of the paper judged to be among the top three student papers or the ranking alternate if one or more of the top three authors cannot attend.

3. The Committee reserves the right to not invite low quality papers in the oral portion of the competition.

4. The three participants will receive cash awards and certificates designating them as K.K. Barnes Student Paper Award winners.

5. The Committee reserves the right to not award if high quality papers and presentations are not available.
Content of Presentation
The presentation shall be an oral SUMMARY of the written paper entered in the K. K. Barnes Student Paper Award Competition. The degree of emphasis given segments of the general subject, however, need not be the same in the oral presentation as in the written paper. The time for the presentation shall not exceed fifteen (15) minutes and the question period following each presentation will be restricted to not more than five (5) minutes. 

The use of slides, charts, graphs and similar illustrative materials is encouraged. Arrangements for projection equipment and aids should be made with the ASABE Meetings Department as soon as possible, prior to the meeting. 

Grading Procedure 

1. Judges. Three (3) judges for the oral presentation shall be selected by the chair of the Committee on K. K. Barnes Student Paper Awards prior to the annual meeting, from the group of Past Presidents and Fellows of ASABE in attendance at the annual meeting. In unusual circumstances, at the discretion of the chair, other ASABE officers or members of the Board may be selected as judges. It shall be the chair's responsibility to familiarize the judges with their responsibility and duties. 

2. Grading System. The oral presentation shall be governed by the grading standards which follow:

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	Record of Grades. The numerical grade recorded for each of the oral presentations shall be the normalized grade of the individual judges for the presentation. The Committee Chair calculates normalized results by calculating mean and standard deviation and then subtracting the mean from each raw score and dividing the result by the standard deviation.  Finally add the normalized value from each judge for each participant and rank order of the participants.  The recorded grades will be reported to the Awards Administrator who will arrange for presentation of the awards.


Nature and Elements of the K. K. Barnes Student Paper Award 
The K. K. Barnes Student Paper Award was endowed by family and friends of ASABE President-elect (1977) Barnes to provide a lasting memorial to this dedication to students and his profession. It consists of the following elements:
1. Cash Prize. A cash award of five hundred dollars ($500) will be given to the first-place winner, three hundred dollars ($300) to the second-place winner, and two hundred dollars ($200) to the third-place winner. 

2. Permanent Memento. Each participant in the oral competition will receive a certificate signifying his or her placement in the competition. The agricultural, food, or biological engineering department developing the first-place winner will also receive a commemorative certificate. 

3. Additional Recognition. The first place winner's paper may be submitted to one of the Society's technical journals. Page charges are waived if accepted for publication. 

4. The Committee reserves the right to not award if high quality papers and presentations are not available.

Submission of Manuscripts to ASABE Technical Journals
Organize your material carefully, putting the important points of your finding or a statement of the problem first, supporting details and arguments second. Make sure that the significance of your work will be apparent to readers outside your field, even if you feel you are explaining too much to your colleagues. Present each step in terms of the purpose it serves in supporting your finding or solving the problem. Avoid chronological steps, for the purpose of the steps may not be clear to the reader until he finishes the paper. Length of the paper should be adequate to cover the material being presented. Excessive length or unnecessary appendices, tables or figures decrease reader understanding and detract from a quality presentation. 

Provide enough details of method and equipment so that another worker can repeat your work, but omit minute and comprehensive details which are generally known or which can be covered by citation of another paper. 

Avoid specialized laboratory jargon and abbreviations, but use technical terms as necessary, defining those likely to be known only in your field. Assist the reader by evaluating and interpreting your findings. Use a conclusions section to succinctly restate and emphasize statements discussed earlier in the paper, not to summarize technique or procedures. 

Choose the active voice more often than you choose the passive, for the passive voice usually requires more words and often obscures the agent of action. Use first person, not third; do not use first person plural when singular is appropriate. 

MANUSCRIPTS
Prepare your manuscript by using a good bond paper for the first copy. Double-space title, abstract, text, signature, address, references and figure legends. Do not use single spacing anywhere except in tables. Consult the ASABE Style Guide and Transactions of the ASABE for specific examples. 

Illustrations
Cite all illustrations in the text and provide a brief legend for each. Do not combine line drawings and photographs in one illustration. Use sharp contrasting black inks on heavy white paper or bluelined coordinate paper for line drawings and graphs. Place labels parallel to the axes, using capital and lower-case letters. 

Photographs should have a glossy finish, with sharp contrast between black and white areas. If necessary, indicate magnification by a scale line on the photograph. 

Tables
Each table should be numbered, titled, and cited in the text. Give each column within the table a heading. Set off units of measure by commas in the heading for each column. Do not use vertical lines to separate columns. Do not use horizontal lines other than those in the heading and at the bottom of the table. 

Equations and Formulas
Double space and center all equations and formulas. Use the diagonal for simple fractions, adding the necessary parentheses. But if braces and brackets are required, use built-up fraction. Avoid confusion between letter l (el) and number 1 since both are used. Give equation number at right of equation in parenthesis (1). Give meaning of all symbols and variables in text immediately after the equation or in a table of symbols. 

RECOMMENDED PRACTICE FOR STYLE OF REFERENCES

General Rules 

1. Give last name and initials of author, in inverted order (Smith, A. B.). The second and following authors are given as in the by-line. 

2. The year of publication follows the authorship: Jones, T. C. and R. Doe. 1959. 

3. The title must appear exactly as it does on the first page of the article on the title page of the book. 

4. The citation will appear as Smith and Jones (1970), or (Smith and Jones, 1970). 

5. Capitalize the initial letter of the title only of papers, articles, and reports. Capitalize the initial letter of each word of the title of books. 

6. Give inclusive page numbers and continued page number last. 

7. Volume number follows Journal name; issue number follows volume number in parentheses; a colon precedes page numbers.
